This is the first of regular monthly reports from your Board of Trustees for the
purpose of providing updates on our goals, funding, changing priorities, new
projects or initiatives, and any other issues of importance related to New
Worl dés property and resources.
Goals and Priorities for 2009, in priority order:
Projects for the near -term are in process :
Repair and replace the roofing and drainage systems for the purpose of stop-
ping leaks and preventing damage to the facility.
Status : As reported in November, 2008, a thorough inspection of the
entire building and roof revealed the need for repairs over most roof
areas with the exception of the new Adult Education Wing and the
Fellowship Hall. The sanctuary and sanctuary lobby, concourse, entry
