Roofing Systems Repair/Facility Water Containment:

The need to repair and replace much of our facility roofing and drainage sys-
fen® in d6r to dtbfiidaks dnd prevent damage to our structure was identified as
@ number one priority in our March update. At that time, the Board of Trustees
committed to provide cost estimates as quickly as they were available.

Three (3) bids were solicited from contractors qualified to perform the needed
repairs/replacements. We have received and reviewed one (1) bid and are ex-
pecting the other two (2) within the next couple of weeks. Due to the magnitude
of this project, while we do not have all the bids yet, the remaining bids are not
expected to vary significantly. Thus, we decided to move forward and communi-
cate where we are with respect to the roofing situation.

Current estimates for the project are in the range of $150,000 to $200,000.
Once all bids are in and we have had an opportunity to review each one thor-
oughly, details concerning the selection of a contractor and total costs will be pro-
