The books came in handy for other trivia but 
were for the most part outdated by about forty years. Coun-
tries had changed names and many inventions such as 
televisions and computers were not even mentioned. 
      Remembering these books got me to musing about the 
Bible. Seldom do we thank God for this amazing book with-
out which we would be lost. We are blessed with abundant 
opportunities to explore the Bible and all its teach-
ings. Through  Bible studies, Sunday School Classes, Va-
cation Bible Schools, Disciplesô Classes, workshops and 
sermons the Bible comes alive for people of all ages and 
stages. 

      We sometimes take for granted the privilege we enjoy 
of reading for ourselves the words of comfort and reassur-
ance our Bibles offer us. This fact came home to me when 
talking to a person from another country who told me 
that many  books of the Bible  are not yet available in cer-
tain dialects in his homeland.  As English speakers ,we can 
find poetry, history, love stories and share in the accounts 
of others who have fallen short and have been saved by 
the power of Godôs grace.  The Bible tells of Godôs love and 
shows us a plan for our lives. 
      May God help us to make time daily to read and study 
a passage from a Bible translation, paraphrase, or com-
mentary and pray for discernment so that we can apply 
what we have read to our own lives. Thank God for His 
Holy word.
