Health Kits For Haiti 
   If you are looking for a ―hands on‖ way to help our neighbors im-
pacted by the earthquake in Haiti, the Health Kit project may be that 
opportunity. Hundreds of thousands of kits will be needed in the 
days and months ahead.   
   Health Kits provide basic necessities when there is no access to 
essential items. UMCOR's relief supply warehouses are asking 
United Methodists to provide Health Kits that will be sent to Haiti. 
The Health Kits we provide will be delivered to First UMC Arlington 
on February 4

th
 and then, together with donations across the Central 

Texas Conference, will be transported to UMCOR’s Sager Brown 
Depot in Louisiana.  
You can help in one of four ways: 
Prepare a health kit (using the exact specifications below) and bring 

the kit(s) to New World by Sunday, January 31. 
Purchase any of the items on the list and bring the items to the 

church by  Sunday, January 31, 2010.  Collection baskets will be 
available.  

Join us at 6:30 on Monday, February 1, to make the Health Kits with 
the donated items. 

Make a monetary contribution to purchase the Health Kit items that 
will be sent to Sager Brown and to help with the cost of process-
ing and shipping the kits. Make the check payable to ―New 
World UMC‖ and designate the donation on the memo line of the 
check ―Health Kit‖.  The approximate value of one Health Kit is 
$12.00, although by purchasing the items in bulk the cost can be 
significantly less. 

 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR MAKING ONE HEALTH KIT 
   Because the emergency kits are carefully planned to make 
them usable in the greatest number of situations and strict rules 
govern product entry into international countries, UMCOR re-
quires that the kits contain  only the requested items – nothing 
more.  Important Note - All items must be NEW! 
1 hand towel (15" x 25" up to 17" x 27") 
1 washcloth 
1 comb (large and sturdy, not pocket-sized) 
1 nail file or fingernail clippers (no emery boards or toenail clip-

pers) 
1 bath-size bar of soap (3 oz. and up) 
1 toothbrush (single brushes only in original wrapper, No child-

size brushes) 
6 adhesive plastic strip sterile bandages  
$1.00 to purchase toothpaste  (NOTE: Toothpaste is purchased 

in bulk to be added to health kits to ensure that the product 
does not expire before they are sent.) 

Place these items inside a sealed one-gallon plastic bag

Ash Wednesday 
This information on Ash Wednesday 

comes from the General Board of  
Discipleship website. 

   Ash Wednesday (which falls on Febru-
ary 17 this year) is the start of the Lenten 
journey of 40 weekdays (Monday through 
Saturday) that takes the church to the 
eve of Easter. Sundays are not included 
in the count of 40 days, as they are "little 
Easter" celebrations. The mood of Sun-
day services does not need to be peniten-
tial or "Good Friday" in feel. Remember, 
Lent is not primarily about the suffering of Jesus on the cross. Lent is 
primarily about identifying with and accompanying those who are 
being driven by the Spirit to make the wilderness journey -- toward 
baptism, toward reconciliation, or toward vocation.   
Ash Wednesday begins the wilderness journey of Lent. Lent is about 
"roughing it," about letting go of what's distracting us and getting 
back to basics, individually and corporately.  
The celebration of Ash Wednesday among United Methodists has 
changed dramatically during the past half-century. What had been 
essentially a ritual of listening to readings and prayers has been 
transformed into a set of ritual actions with some readings attached. 
We enter. We pray. We read Scripture. We respond with the imposi-
tion of ashes. We confess our sins and make peace with one an-
other.  We are sent forth to serve.  
The readings for Ash Wednesday focus on realigning spiritual prac-
tices with their intended purposes -- fasting, prayer, corporate acts of 
repentance, and giving to help the poor and needy. The texts pro-
vide no rejection of the importance of these practices, but rather cri-
tique the ways they have been perverted to self-serving ends.

   A mother took her children to a restaurant.  Her 
six-year-old son asked if he could say grace.  As 
they bowed their heads he said, 'God is good, God 
is great. Thank you for the food, and I would even 
thank you more if Mom gets us ice cream for des-
sert. And Liberty and justice for all! Amen!' 
   Along with the laughter from the other customers 
nearby, a woman remarked, 'That's what's wrong 
with this country. Kids today don't even know how 
to pray. Asking God for ice cream! Why, I never!' 
   Hearing this, the little boy burst into tears and 
asked his mother, 'Did I do it wrong? Is God mad at 
me?'  As his mother held him and assured him that 

he had done a terrific job, and God was certainly 
not mad at him, an elderly gentleman approached 
the table. He winked at the boy and said, 'I happen 
to know that God thought that was a great prayer.' 
   'Really?' the boy asked. 
   'Cross my heart,' the man replied. 
   Then, in a theatrical whisper, he added 
(indicating the woman whose remark had started 
this whole thing), 'Too bad she never asks God for 
ice cream. A little ice cream is good for the soul 
sometimes.'  Naturally, the mother bought her kids 
ice cream at the end of the meal. Her son stared at 
his bowl for a moment, and then did something the 
mother will remember the rest of her life.  He 
picked up his sundae and, without a word, walked 
over and placed it in front of the woman. With a big 
smile he told her, 'Here, this is for you. Ice cream is 
good for the soul sometimes; and my soul is good 
already.'   Sometimes, we all need some ice cream.
