Godôs 30,000-foot Perspective  
   I recently flew from Chicago to Detroit, which 
took the airplane over Lake Michigan.  I have 
flown into and out of Chicago and Detroit sev-
eral times, but never between the two cities.  
The view of downtown Chicago and its scores of 

skyscrapers never ceases to amaze me.  As the plane as-
cended over downtown Chicago, I had a great view of the 
city, then the shoreline, and then Lake Michigan itself.  I 
craned my neck around to watch the skyscrapers become 
smaller as we flew east.  When we were about half-way 
across the lake, I noticed that we could see the shores of 
both Illinois and Michigan.  This view is impossible from the 
surface of the water and I was somewhat surprised by it.  
Then I thought about how I could see where I had been 
and where I was going at the same time.  Though I couldnôt 
see individuals, I knew there were people going through 
their daily lives in both places ï they couldnôt see each 
other, but I could see both of their lands.  All of this made 

me think of how God constantly has a 30,000-foot perspec-
tive of us.  He knows what everyone is doing at all times.  
He knows where we have been and where we are going, 
all the time giving us free will to make our own decisions.  
Because He has this great perspective, we should go to 
Him for guidance in our lives.  When we do, He will give us 
the nudges to make the best decisions, but ultimately it is 
up to us to make those decisions.  In Matthew 16:24, Jesus 
tells the disciples, ñIf any of you want to be my follower, you 
must turn from your selfish ways, take up your cross, and 
follow me.ò  The next time you feel that you are trudging 
your way through unchartered waters, remember to go with 
humility to God for guidance, comfort, peace, and strength.  
He has the view to help guide you through whatever life 
throws your way.
