He lists seven suggestions for how to sing the tunes we
have in our hymnal. Some of them are quite humorous as you'll see
in #4: Sing lustily and with a good courage. Beware of singing as if
you were half dead, or half asleep.

| think the last one is the most important one: Above all sing spiri-
tually. Have an eye to God in every word you sing. Aim at pleasing
him more than yourself, or any other creature. In order to do this at-
tend strictly to the sense of what you sing, and see that your heart is
not carried away with the sound, but offered to God continually; so
shall your singing be such as the Lord will approve here, and reward
you when he cometh in the clouds of heaven.

| firmly believe God gave us music so we might respond to the
blessings (and the challenges) of our daily lives with songs of praise
and lament. Learning the tunes and hymntexts of our faith tradition
is important as we journey together. The music we share in worship
will sustain us in times of trouble and help us celebrate in times of
joy. | invite you to consider Wesley’s suggestions the next time you
sing by offering your heart to God continuously and unabashedly.
