Amahl and the Night Visitors 
By Gian-Carlo Menotti 

Sunday, January 17, 6:00 p.m. 
   ñAmahl and the Night Visitorsò was premiered by the NBC Televi-
sion Opera Theatre in New York City, December 24, 1951.  It has 
been replayed on the major networks since that time as part of the 
religious Christmas repertoire.  Tim and Carlene Wadley have cho-
sen to do the production as a celebration of Epiphany, the time pe-
riod traditionally associated with the kingsô discovery of the Christ 
child. 
  Mr. Menotti writes of a poor widow and her crippled son who live in 
a small hut.  The kings stop for a rest as they journey to find the 
Baby Jesus.  The humor shown in the personalities of what might 
have been the ñrealò characters in this scenario is truly delightful. 
   The cast includes performers from the entire DFW Metroplex in-
cluding the Dallas Opera and Ft. Worth Opera.  Most of the cast are 
students of Carlene Wadley and attend Arlington, Mansfield, Ft. 
Worth Academy of Fine Arts as well as private schools. 

Poinsettia Pick Up 
  Thanks to everyone who dedicated a poinset-
tia.  The flowers were a beautiful addition to the 
lovely decorations in the sanctuary and nar-
thex.  Now you can take it home to enjoy. 
  If you'd like to keep your plant healthy and hope 
to see it re-bloom, Calloway's Nursery offers 
these tips.  

Keep the poinsettia at about 60 to 70 de-
grees and away from drafts and heat sources. 

Don't overwater, water when the soil surface is dry. 

Avoid allowing direct sun on the plant's leaves. 

In late March or early April, cut back the poinsettia to about 8 
inches high.  Water and fertilize every 2 to 3 weeks.  Place out-
side after night temperatures reach 55 degrees. 

In early June, transplant to a larger pot, but no more than 4 
inches bigger than the last pot. 

In late June or early July, keep pruning.  Again, avoid direct sun. 

Around October 1, put the plant in total darkness for 14 hours 
each night.  During the day for the next few months, the plant will 
need bright sunlight and night temperatures of about 60 to 70 
degrees.  Continue watering and fertilizing regularly. 

  Also, save the silver.....the silver pot covers, that is.  
 New World members recycle everything and we may need the cov-
ers in the future.  Just leave them at the office.  Thanks!

   Charles Dickens visited a mining operation on the Cornwall coast.  It was there that he saw 
children crawling on their hands and knees in these shallow holes that were dug under the 
ocean.  He was reminded of the time he spent working as a child when his Father was placed 
in debtorsô prison.  His experiences made their way into the classic, ñOLIVER TWISTò.  He 
was scheduled to speak to the Athenaeum in Manchester and had started preparing a ñfire 

and brimstoneò speech about the need for social reform. The Industrial Revolution had led to the worsen-
ing of relations between the British Social Classes. He felt strongly that Manôs cruelty to Man had 
reached a breaking point.  Instead, he took an episode from his ñPICKWICK PAPERSò that told the story 
of the Seaton, Gabriel Grub, who falls asleep in a cemetery and is visited by several ñspiritsò that help 
turn his life around.  This malcontent became Ebenezer Scrooge.  Through his visitation by spirits, he 
sees the need to turn his life toward helping his fellow travelers on this planet.  He vows to live in the 
Past, the Present and the Future.  He also vows to make amends for his misused life and to keep Christ-
mas in his heart all the year! 
   I love the story of ñA Christmas Carolò.  This past Christmas, I was in Portsmouth, New Hampshire 
playing Scrooge for my 21

st
 time.  Iôm always amazed at the power this story holds.  It provides a re-

minder that we can make a positive change in the way we live our lives any day of the year.  But, with 
the Winter Solstice and the beginning of a New Year, the Christmas Season is ripe for new beginnings; a 
new life touched by the life of the Christ Child.   
   Renew your vow to ñkeep Christmas in your heart all the yearò.  And, as Tiny Tim observed, ñGod bless 
us, everyone.ò
