Worship in the Manner of Taizé 
   In the spring of 2003, I travelled to France with Dr. Michael Hawn, 
one of my Sacred Music Professors, and a group of students from 
Perkins School of Theology.  This trip was a week of new experi-
ences to say the least!  We went to Taiz®, the small ecumenical 
community in the beautiful Burgundy region of France, to experience 
what itôs like to live among people who are immersed in ministry to 
people of all ages. During our stay, we met young people from Ger-
many and Switzerland. Their daily schedule includes three prayer 
services: morning, noon and night. 
   Prayer in the Manner of Taiz® is very different from our worship 
services on Sunday mornings.  They are contemplative in nature and 
consist of song, scripture and silence. The worship space is adorned 
with candles and icons depicting the life of Christ.    Icons are used 
to assist the mindôs eye focused on prayer.  Taiz® songs are short 
and express a basic reality of faith.  As they are repeated again and 
again, they become a part of you. If you tire of singing, you can 
pause and listen as your fellow worshippers sing for you. Often dur-
ing the singing, the sound of a beautiful violin or flute will soar above 
the melody line and create a dialogue with the text being sung. As 
many of you have experienced, the simple tunes may come to mind 
the next day as you are sitting at your desk or driving your car. 
Near the end of the service, a time of silence is observed.  It isnôt the 
kind of awkward silence you might expectéit often has its own 
rhythm. The idea may seem peculiar but once you have sung ñIn the 
Lord, Iôll be ever thankful, in the Lord, I will rejoice.  Look to God, do 
not be afraid. Lift up your voices, the Lord is near,ò your mind has 
slowed down from the frantic pace we keep in our daily lives.  You 
welcome the opportunity to listen to your own heartbeat.  You wel-
come the peace that is being offered in the silence of the moment. 
You enter a place of contentment and quiet joy. 
   As we journey together through the Lenten season, I pray that you 
will challenge yourself to come to one of our Mid-Week prayer ser-
vices in the Manner of Taiz®. They are held at 6:45 p.m. every 
Wednesday during Lent.  You may find it daunting to try something 
new and unique but you may also find that a time of sung and spo-
ken prayer is quite powerful. To read more about the community of 
Taize and its ministries, go to http://www.taize.fr/en.

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    Richard Foster in his book Celebration 
of Discipline states that prayer ñbrings us 
into perpetual communion with God.ò  
That reminded me of a reading our study 
group did years ago that Brother Law-
rence wrote in the 1600ôs. He was con-
fused about the many different methods 

to finding a spiritual life. He made it his goal to live 
in the presence of God. He did this by blending his 
work with prayer. The result, he said, ñbring to us a 
holy freedomé a familiarity with God wherein we 
may ask and receive the graces we are so desper-
ately in need of.ò 
   Henri Nouwen in With Open Hands tells us 
prayer is living. Quoting a Benedictine monk  Ab-
hishiktenanda): ñéthere is no moment, awake, 
asleep, walking, sitting, working, learning, eating or 
playing that is not marked by Godôs hold on uséò 
    A recent experience with a client at AUM illus-
trated for me the essence of living in the presence 
of God.  Miss Rosie, who is well past 70, arrived at 
the mission office on a cold, rainy afternoon. Her 
clothing suggested many years of hard wear; her 
shoes indicated many miles of difficult steps. The 
coat she wore would not close to keep out the bitter 
cold. She came in on a walker, even then limping in 
answer to the aches and pains of life. Her eyes 
were vacant due to severely impaired vision. 
    She entered into my office without emotion, her 
face difficult to read. I opened her electric bill and 
winced at the sum. It would be almost impossible to 
find funds to cover it. I asked the usual question of 
how much of the bill she could pay. She replied 

proudly that she could pay $30. I winced again and 
put God on notice. 
    Initially Miss Rosie was reticent in sharing infor-
mation. Gradually she relaxed enough to tell bits 
and pieces of her life. As difficult as it had been, 
there was no bitterness or complaint in her voice. 
Instead she told me how she relied on prayer, con-
fident that God would oversee things.  I sensed an 
aura of peace about her and I knew God was in our 
conversation. My pity for her situation quickly 
changed to admiration. I also knew that God would 
lead me to those who would generously pay her 
bill. This strong lady lived in the presence of God 
and he would answer her needs. 
    When we were finished and the bill was paid 
(including her $30), I asked if she had a ride wait-
ing to take her home. No, she told me. She had 
walked! In the cold and rain, on a walker and le-
gally blind, Miss Rosie had come to AUM seeking 
help. It turned out that she gave me the gift of her 
spirit. 
    I drove her home. When I helped her out of the 
car in front of her apartment she put her arms 
around me. I returned the gesture and we stood in 
the rain and cried tears at the wonder of living in 
the presence of God.
