   ñAmahl and the Night Visitorsò was pre-
miered by the NBC Television Opera 
Theatre in New York City, December 24, 
1951.  It has been replayed on the major networks since that time as 
part of the religious Christmas repertoire.  Tim and Carlene Wadley 
have chosen to do the production as a celebration of Epiphany, the 
time period traditionally associated with the kingsô discovery of the 
Christ child. 
  Mr. Menotti writes of a poor widow and her crippled son who live in 
a small hut.  The kings stop for a rest as they journey to find the 
Baby Jesus.  The humor shown in the personalities of what might 
have been the ñrealò characters in this scenario is truly delightful. 
   The cast includes performers from the entire DFW Metroplex in-
cluding the Dallas Opera and Ft. Worth Opera.  Most of the cast are 
students of Carlene Wadley and attend Arlington, Mansfield, Ft.

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When Should I Pray and What Should I Ask For?  
    In our Thursday morning Bible Study, we have been using Oswald Chambersô book, My 
Utmost for His Highest as our study enhancer.  Chambers (1874-1917) was born in Scot-
land, became a minister of the Gospel, and for a time had an itinerant Bible teaching ministry 
in the U.S., the U.K., and Japan.  In 1911, he became principal lecturer at the Bible Training 
College in London and in 1915, sailed to Cairo, Egypt, to minister to Australian and New Zea-

land troops as a YMCA chaplain during World War I.  He died in Egypt in l917 from a ruptured appendix. 
    During his short lifetime, Chambers wrote only one book, but after his death, his wife of seven years, 
Gertrude, compiled and published his messages and sermons.  My Utmost for His  Highest  is such a 
compilation.  It has been continually in print in the US since 1935 and remains on the best seller lists.  It 
is a Christian classic. We have been blessed to find it and consider Chambersô thoughts every week.  
His messages are as fresh and powerful today as when he wrote them so long ago. 
    Recently we read and discussed  Matthew 6:8  which states, ñYour father knows the things you have 
need of before you ask Himò. ñWellò, we said,  ñif He already knows what we need, then why do we have 
to ask Him?  Isnôt this treating God like Santa Claus and us as greedy children?ò  We did not know the 
answers to our own questions.  We had to consult Oswald Chambers. 
    His thoughts on this scripture made a great deal of sense to us and provided much food for thought.  
Oswald said ñthe point of prayer is not to get answers from God, but to have perfect and complete one-
ness with Him.  If we pray only because we want answers, we will become irritated and angry with God.  
We receive an answer every time we pray, but it does not always come in the way we expect, and our 
spiritual irritation shows our refusal to identify ourselves truly with our Lord in prayer.  We are not here to 
prove that God answers prayer, but to be living trophies of Godôs grace.ò   
    Next we questioned what to do when prayer seems to be unanswered.  Again Oswald  came to our 
rescue. ñWhen you seem to have no answer, there is always a reasonðGod uses these times to give 
you deep personal instruction, and it is not for anyone else but you.ò  
   Then Chambers asked us a very personal question.  ñHave you reached such a level of intimacy with 
God that the only thing that can account for your prayer life is that it has become one with the prayer life 
of Jesus Christ?  Has our Lord exchanged your life with His vital life?  If so, then, ñin that dayò you will be 
so closely identified with Jesus that there will be no distinction.ò 
    Wow!  These comments do not read as the  irrelevant words of a high button shoe preacher of the 
early 20

th
 Century, but powerful contemporary musings which fill us with insight today. In our readings 

and discussions with this amazing mind from the early 20
th
 Century,  we came to  a wonderful answer of 

when to pray and what to ask for.  We should  ask to be in continuous communication with our Lord, 
hoping to achieve oneness with Him.  We are in debt to Oswald and Gertrude Chambers for their clarity 
and insight in understanding the scriptures.
