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One Step at a Time

Recently, | was going through some things
in a drawer and found an old Upper Room from
2005. Thumbing through the daily messages, |
found one that was very relevant for me and |
think most of you can also relate to it. The
scripture message was: So do not worry about tomorrow,
for tomorrow will bring worries of its own. Today's trouble is
enough for today. Matthew 6:34 (NRSV)

The short story was about a couple getting ready to take
a trip by car to an unfamiliar part of the country. Before they
left, the husband obtained route instructions and had asked
his wife to be navigator. The detailed instructions listed
every turn they needed to make, stage by stage. But as the
wife looked over the long list of instructions, she began to
worry: there were too many roads, junctions and round-
abouts to negotiate! She would never be able to success-

fully navigate through all that! Looking ahead left her tense
and troubled. Then she realized that she only needed to
follow the instructions for the next junction, the next round-
about, to reach their destination safely. Her anxiety came
from trying to work it all out in advance.

This insight is helpful advice for our faith journey. We
don't know the entire route into our future. If we did, it might
overwhelm us! Instead, as we move forward in our life jour-
ney, God gives us grace and strength as needs arise. We
can entrust ourselves to God, knowing that God will be with
us at each turn, junction and roundabout.

It is difficult not to be anxious about the future at times.
Prayers do work, especially when asking for God's guid-
ance. Trust and know that no matter where your journey
takes you, God will be there.
